There are only a few utilities you’ll need in order to add a new user to your protected area. First, you will need a web-browser, second, a text-editing program like Wordpad, and third, a way to transfer a file from your computer to your server. You should already have all of these. What will happen is when a new user registers though the pages I have created, an email will be sent directly to your account on the details of the user. It will include the username, password, first name, last name, email address, payment method, and their full location. This gives you the ability to keep their information on file whether it is in your email account, or you print each email off and keep it in a file. 

The page that comes up after the order page will tell the newly registered user that it will take some time for the administrator to approve the account. You should email the new user with further payment details if necessary. When it comes time for the user to be approved and added, this is the process.

You will need to encrypt their password for security reasons. So you’ll open up an http password encrypter by mv.com. The link should be in this email. Enter the password from the email that you have received (I will create an example user with the password of “Jenkins”). Hit encrypt and then copy the code.

Now open up your htpasswd.txt file on your computer and at this moment, it should be blank. This is where you add the user. Insert the username, which in this case will be Zach. Then type a colon, then paste the code from the http encrypter. Save this file, then you will transfer it into the directory. Then you will need to rename it to .htpasswd as opposed to htpasswd.txt. Now you can test it and see by typing in the username zach and password of Jenkins, it will allow access to the member’s area.
